For 194 

example, the Contractor shall not store 195 

supplies for a nearby unaffiliated site on 196 

this Site. 197 

10  CLIENT ACCESS 198

14  DESTRUCTION 252 

If the Site is destroyed, in whole or in part, 253 

whether by an act of God, natural 254 

disaster, war, or by outside causes, then 255 

any of the Parties has a right to 256 

Termination of this Contract. 257 

15  FORCE MAJEURE 258 

Parties will NOT be deemed in breach, or 259 

to have liability, or need to perform 260 

services, if the reason of the breach, 261 

liability, or failure to perform services is 262 

due in whole or part to:  263 

acts of God, worker strike, supplier delay 264 

or lack of availability, regulation or 265 

regulation changes, war, or any other 266 

cause outside of the control of the 267 

Contractor or Client. 268

18.2  CLIENT WARRANTS 296 

that (a) Client is the legal owner of the 297 

Site or the Site’s agent with power of 298 

attorney; (b) The Client has full legal 299 

authority to enter into this Contract 300 

without permission from another entity; (c) 301 

The Work defined in the Contract, Plans, 302 

Addendums, Change Orders, Annexes, or 303 

other documents is legal and in 304 

compliance with applicable regulations, 305 

guidance, and local requirements; And 306 

(d) the Client has the ability to comply 307 

with the terms of compensation, such as a 308 

reasonable basis to obtain loans for 309 

funding the Contract Works, and any 310 

additional works defined, within the time 311 

period defined in this document. 312 

19 MISCELLANEOUS 313 

19.1 ASSIGNMENT 314 

This Contract can not be re-assigned 315 

without consent from all Parties. In the 316 

event of the dissolution or cessation of 317 

any entity’s existence which was a Party 318 

to this Contract, the remaining party(ies) 319 

may terminate the contract and seek 320 

compensation or damages from the 321 

previous owners, parent organizations, 322 

investors, or other persons or entities 323 

“Stakeholders” which have previously 324 

held ownership or control of the dissolved 325 

or ceased entity or its parents. 326 

19.2  LEGALITY 327 

Any term of this contract, if found to be 328 

illegal, or if a term reasonably requires the 329 

performance of illegal acts, shall be 330 

considered invalid and unenforceable. 331
